Hand of the Week Tuesday Board 9 E-W vul Dealer North

Sometimes you have to play the cards carefully if you wish to make your contract.

After North passes East should also Pass because although they have a 6 card Spade suit, the suit is of insufficient quality for an opening bid of 2(. A second reason for not bidding with such a poor hand is that a 2( opening might just lose a 4-4 Heart fit. So East passes.
South opens with 1(, and after West bids 1( North is in a dilemma as to what they should bid. Although North doesn’t really have a Diamond stop, they know that their side has the majority of the points therefore just perhaps South might have a Diamond stop, so bids 1 NT to show ‘points”, and there the auction ends.
East leads the Ace of Diamonds and then pauses for thought. What to lead next. A small Spade will reveal the whereabouts of the Spade King, therefore the 10( looks a “safe” lead.

Declarer looks at the 10( suspiciously – clearly “top of nothing”, therefore West has the K(, so rise with the Ace and play the 9(, the Q(, and then the 3( to the Jack. Cash A(, then finesse East for the K(. 7 tricks and your contract – but a poor board because most East’s got into trouble in Spades. If only East had led the 10( instead of the 10(!
