Hand of the Week Saturday Board  4 All vul Dealer West
Damned if you do and Damned if you don’t
A very interesting hand. The first question is: what should West open? With only 19 HCP perhaps 1( is sufficient: but then if you count your winners – 5 spades 3 hearts and 1 club which adds to nine tricks perhaps 2( is a better opening bid? (Then after 2( 2( from partner, you then possibly end up in 2(.)

Suppose you open 1(, after two passes what does South bid? They cannot double as they have only 15 HCP and they do not have 4 hearts. If they do double, partner is going to bid 2( (as expected) and now South has to choose whether to bid 3( or 3(. It all looks rather messy, so with 5 trumps perhaps pass is the better option.
North’s lead is crucial. Anything except a high diamond will result in an overtrick. . A high diamond  lead will eventually tap Declarer (who should subsequently go one down!) and thus justify South’s pass, In the play of the hand it is important that West crosses to Dummy via the 10( in order to play a heart towards the KQ.
