Hand of the week: Saturday 03 Oct Board 18 N-S vul Dealer E
Bidding to the max
East passes, and South briefly contemplates showing their 6-card spade suit – and then passes.
West opens 1NT. North has 19 HCP. West has at least 15 HCP, and that leaves 6 HCP at the most spread between East and South. North can “see” 1NT failing by at least two tricks. What should North do?
North has two choices – pass or double!

If North doubles, is this for penalties; or for takeout? What is your agreement with partner in this situation??
Technically, the double is for penalties; so when East passes South should also “pass” but that spade suit is suddenly looking very beautiful. Partner has at least 16 HCP and should have at least two spades so why not have a stab at 4(?!
The hand needs to be played very carefully - there are three aces to lose, and you have to work out whether West has A3( or AJ3(. If the latter you are going down, so spade to the King and small spade back, and if you don’t cover East’s 10( you find that West has A3( and the contract makes!
