Hand of the Week Saturday Board 11 Nil vul Dealer South
Quo Vardis (Whither goest thou)
The bidding is relatively straight forward. South opens 1(, North shows their Hearts, South shows a minimum hand by bidding 1NT and North jumps to 3(. What should South do next?
From the bidding South “knows” North has 5 Hearts, at least 4 Clubs, and 10 – 12 HCP. South should ask themselves – “Why did North jump in Clubs rather than raise No Trumps?” And the answer is that North has bid this way because they are distributional – probably 5 – 5 in Hearts and Clubs suits. Therefore:  3 NT is to be avoided and South should choose between the 5-2 Heart fit or the 5-3 Club fit.  Personally, I would choose the 5-3 Club fit and my options are to bid 4( or to Pass. Conventional bidding theory says that you should raise to 4(, but I would be worried about partner raising to 5(, (12 HCP + 12 HCP in Partner’s hand does not equal sufficient points for game) so I would PASS!
Interestingly, both 3( and 4( make, but 3( gives the better score!
