Careful play required to make contract
North opens 1NT, South uses Stayman to find out if they have a major suit fit, and then jumps to game when North bids hearts.
Suppose East leads the 5(. If Declarer guesses correctly that this lead is from the Q( and plays small in Dummy, the contract is assured. How does Declarer “know” that East has lead from the Queen? The answer is has been drummed into us in the past: “Never lead away from an Ace.”
Suppose East leads another suit. Declarer must avoid playing diamonds at any stage. Win the lead. Lose a trick to the K(. Win the return, draw trumps and play A( and small towards the Q(.  Win the return and play Q( and since the suit breaks a small diamond can be discarded on the 8(. Losing 1 spade trick, 1 heart trick, and 1diamond trick. Contract made. On Saturday only one Declarer made their 10 tricks!
