On making that extra trick
After both West and North Pass, East opens 1NT. South passes and West bids 2(, which becomes the final contract.
On looking at the two hands you have two spade losers and two heart losers = four tricks for the opposition. Can you compress them into three?
Win the heart lead with the K(, finesse the 10(, and when that wins finesse the J(. South wins, cashes the Q( and probably leads a small club to Dummy’s K(. Declarer finesses the Q( and leads a second spade. When North shows out Declarer should win the A(, play a diamond to the A(, then a club to the A( and should ruff the 8(.

Now Declarer plays a third spade and when South wins the trick they have to give Declarer a ruff and slough as they have only diamonds to lead! This technique has the official title of Strip and Endplay - a tactic whereby the declarer eliminates two suits then puts one of the opponents on lead in a third suit and either forces them to lead into an AQ combination or (as in this case) to lead one of the eliminated suits enabling Declarer to ruff the third suit and to discard a loser from the other hand.
