Hand of the week: Saturday Board 01 nil vul Dealer N
Dummy Reversal
There were many interesting hands on Saturday, this one caused the most trouble. Firstly, with a 7-card diamond suit and 9 HCP as North, what should you open? There is a suggestion that you should not open a weak two holding a 4-card major. So 2( is out! With a 7-card suit should you open 3(? No again! You have 9 HCP, a seven card suit and a four card suit and, using the Rule of 20, you should  open 1(!
Although holding 12 HCP East has no suitable bid and so has to pass. South bids 1(, West doubles to show clubs and spades and North jumps to game to shut out East.
A spade is lead, and a spade continued. East wins and returns a club. How should South play the hand? Most Declarers will try to ruff three clubs in Dummy, and will most likely go down!
Let us turn the hand on its head. (This is known as a Dummy Reversal.) Suppose you were North playing in 4( - how would you approach the play?  You would play on diamonds and would end up with 11 tricks. So, as South, how should you play the hand? Win the club lead, play a diamond to the Ace and ruff a diamond. Now a heart to the King and ruff a diamond, Now the diamonds are established! Draw trumps and  ruff a club and 11 tricks are yours!
