Hand of the Week Saturday Board 18 N-S vul Dealer East

A take-out double should be taken out!

It takes a bold East to open a weak 2 Diamonds – but on Saturday it appears that most Easts did just that. South now faces a dilemma – should they double or use a Michael’s Cue Bid of 3 Diamonds. The problem with a double is that sometimes partner holding a fistful of Diamonds might Pass – as happened in this case. North would have felt very pleased with themself when a East was held to three tricks for a score of 1100.

The problem with a Michael’s Cue Bid is that is asks partner to choose their best Major – in this case that is Spades, and unfortunately there are only 11 tricks available in Spades whereas there are 12 tricks available in Hearts Clubs or No Trumps for a score of 1430, 1370 or 1440 respectively. The difficulty is getting to the correct slam. (On Saturday nobody reached slam, so 1100 ended up being the best score!)
