Thinking about the defence
With 14HCP East opens 1(. West bids 1( and East rebids 1(. West now jumps to 3(, and East bids 3NT, concluding the bidding.
South leads the 8(, Declarer plays the 7( from Dummy, what card should North play - the 9( or the K(?

Thinking about the bidding, East has 4 diamonds. Is South’s 8( “fourth-best” or “top of nothing”? If South has the AJ108( the “correct lead” is the J(. Therefore it is most likely that East has the AJ10x(.

In actual fact, whatever East has in diamonds is irrelevant! It is East’s holding in hearts that is important. If East has two hearts then South has three hearts, and the suit will yield six tricks. What is more likely is that East has a singleton heart, and hopefully South has 4 hearts to the 10( and the suit will therefore yield only three tricks. If North plays the K( on the 8( then the Q( will be the second entry to Dummy to enable Declarer to make two more tricks in hearts. North should therefore play the 9( on the opening lead .in order to prevent this!
