To transfer , or to not transfer; that is the question
There is an ongoing debate about whether one should play transfers or whether one should not play transfers. I can understand the theory about playing transfers: if you play transfers then the strong hand is hidden and the opponents cannot see where Declarer’s points are and therefore they are somewhat in the dark as to where Partner’s points are.

For years we have argued that whilst playing transfers has some merit, confusion can occur as to whether one is transferring after the opponents come into the auction. At our level we therefore advocate that we do not play transfers.

This interesting hand was played on Monday. South opens 1NT and West Doubles (ostensibly showing both majors). If you were playing transfers is 2( a transfer or is it not? By not playing transfers it is perfectly clear that 2( is to play and North South can reach their optimal contract of 4(.
