Careful play required to make contract
Despite having only 11 HCP South decides to open the bidding with 1(.North responds 2( and South raises to game. East leads the J(. 

North should win and should ruff a second club. Plan A: declarer cannot draw trumps as they have 5 losers in their hand. They could return to their hand with a trump and trump another club, but that still leaves them with 4 losing tricks in their hand, and no way of disposing of one of them. Contract defeated!
Declarer should therefore try Plan B: play A(, and another spade, and then cross-ruff the hand for 10 tricks. Contract made!
Interestingly, on Saturday, two declarers made 11 tricks. East must have lead a diamond, and West cashed the A and K and therefore North’s losing spade could be discarded on the Q(. Some declarer’s get all the luck!
