Strip and endplay
I don’t like the bidding, but this is the only way I could think of getting South to end up in 3NT.

It is not the bidding that is important, it is the play!

The best lead from West is a small diamond, hoping to use the A( and K( as entries to set up the fourth diamond as a winner. South should win and play a heart to the Q(. East should win and play a diamond back to partner. South now cashes three hearts and leads a small spade to the 10(, and if this wins, a small spade back to the Q(. West should win and play a third diamond. 
The Q( sets up the 8(as Declarer’s 8th trick and the A(  takes the count to nine!  Only one De
If Declarer plays on spades first and then on hearts, East must take its Ace reasonably early to avoid an endplay in having to lead away from their K(.
