Hand of the Week Macedon Ranges Congress Board 11 E-W vul Dealer South
This hand highlights the important principle of counting your tricks – both your winners and your losers.
East can see 5 spade tricks, 4 club tricks and one heart trick: 10 tricks and therefore the contract!
However, if East can count 10 winning tricks, East can also count that there are three loosing tricks – one diamond and two heart tricks. Is that important – it just might be! Obviously, for most declarers, the fact that there were three loosing tricks clouded their judgement.
South led the Ace of Diamonds and continued with the King, which East ruffed, and then tried to draw trumps. When the 
5-0 trump split was revealed NO DECLARER made their contract – yet it is cold for 10 tricks. How?
On the King of Diamonds East should discard a losing heart. On the Jack of Diamonds East should discard her second losing heart. When a fourth diamond is played it can safely be ruffed in dummy with the 9 of trumps: 10 tricks (and the contract) from CAREFUL AND THOUGHTFUL PLAY!
