Hand of the Week Saturday Board 27 nil vul Dealer South

To Bid or Not to Bid – that is the Question
After South opens 1(, West faces a dilemma. For a “perfect” Double, West should be short in Diamonds – but they aren’t. If they do Double then East is most likely to bid 2(, and a subsequent bid of 2NT by West would show at least 16 HCP. If you count a ½ point for “useful 10’s”, this hand then stacks up and the Double also makes life very difficult for North to find a suitable bid.

If North bids 1NT without the promised heart stop, they prevent East from bidding, but struggle to make 5 tricks for a loss of 100 and an average board on the day. However, if they Pass, East then bids 2(, South should Pass, and West converts to 2NT. When in dummy with the A(, West should run the 9(, losing to the King, and West comes up roses with 4 Tricks in hearts, 3 in spades & 1 with the Q(, for a top score of 120.
