More bidding problems
South passes. West has 11 HCP. Technically, West doesn’t have sufficient points to open – but look at those lovely six card suits! If we consider the hand from a playing trick point of view, West has at least four playing tricks in spades, and definitely 4 playing tricks in diamonds, which is sufficient for a 2( opening (if we define a 2( opening as one containing at least 8 playing tricks).
(You calculate playing tricks by taking the number of cards in the suit and subtracting one for every card of the Ace, King, or Queen not held.)

So West should open 2(; what should North bid? What does a double of an opening 2( mean? Since 2( is artificial and doesn’t necessarily denote a club suit’ a double of 2( should mean “I have clubs!

East should Pass and South should bid 3(. West, out of frustration, should bid 3( and East, holding that vital K(, should raise to 4( and there the bidding should end. Should either North or South decide to sacrifice in 5(, West should now bid 5( and hopefully, partner with the vital K(, should raise to 6( leaving West with the decision whether to stop on 6( or to bid the better scoring 6(! On this biding the one thing North (with two Aces) shouldn’t do is double!
Note that in this case slam can be made on a combined 18 HCP! Generally speaking, it is NOT points that are important, sometimes shape (and how you bid that shape) is far more important!
