Hand of the Week Saturday Board 14 nil vul Dealer East
It is sometimes right to pass
This interesting hand occurred on Saturday. East opened the bidding with a perfectly reasonable 1(. Although South has 9 HCP, with only one major suit, they cannot Double and therefore must Pass. With only 2 Clubs West will consider “rescuing” Partner by bidding 1(, however with only 5 HCP and only 5 Diamonds, “truth in bidding” requires West to Pass. 
We now turn to North, who should be quite happy playing in Clubs. North cannot Double as they don’t have either the 16 HCP to double & bid again;  nor does North have both majors, nor can they truthfully bid 1NT.  Therefore North has to pass.
Poor old East, 1( in a 3-2 fit seems a disaster - probably going 2 down for 100. Interestingly, 2( by North makes for a score of 90; however the optimum contract for North-South is 2NT, making for a score of 120.
