Hand of the week: Saturday Board 28 N-S vul Dealer W
On getting partner to bid
North opens 1(. East, with 19 HCP, doubles. South raises spades and, holding only 2 HCP most West players would pass. North should pass, as points for a doubleton QJ( are relatively useless, and East should double again, forcing West to bid their Heart suit at the 3 level. There the auction would probably end.
However, when East doubles initially, if West re-evaluates their hand: 5 card support in hearts, singleton spade, non-vul versus vul, why not bid 3( over South's 2( bid? Partner then bids to game in Hearts, which makes.

When partner originally double for take-out and you don't bid because there has been an intervening bid, and then partner repeats their double - it is still for take-out!
