Profitable Sacrificing

South opens with 1(, West passes and North shows her Hearts. East bids 1(, South raises Hearts and North jumps to game. What should East do?

Firstly, East should consider the vulnerability. With North-South vulnerable and East-West not vulnerable the odds favour East bidding 4(.

Secondly, East should consider the likelihood of making 4(. With 6 sure tricks in Spades and the Ace of Hearts, at the most East is likely to be three off – and if partner has any points then East may even make their contract.

Thirdly, East should consider the likelihood of North-South making their contract. From the bidding it sounds like 4( will make - therefore 4( will be a profitable sacrifice even if doubled.

On Saturday three pairs were in 4( making 11 tricks, whereas only one pair was in 4( going 2 down undoubled!
