Hand of the Week Saturday Board 12 N-S vul Dealer West
If you never bid, you will never get to play a hand
After two passes, East opens 1 No trump. South, heeding the above advice, bids 2 Spades, and is left to play that contract – theoretically losing 2 Spade tricks, and a trick in each of the other suits.
However it is NOT South to whom the above homily is addressed – it is addressed to West. West knows that partner has 16-18 HCP, he has 4, so the balance of probabilities is that either the points split 20-20, or that his side has a couple of points more that his opponents.  You can therefore, at favourable vulnerability, afford to compete & bid 3 Clubs.  Partner must have at least 2 card support and knows that you are not interested in competing further otherwise you would have either bid 3NT yourself, or made an asking bid of 3 Spades to find if partner has a spade stop.
The contract at most tables was 2 spades, which either made or went down one, with a maximum score to EW of 100.  3 Clubs not only makes, but would have resulted in a top score of 110 to EW. Many times have I heard people complain that they never played any contracts. The answer is – if you want to play more contracts then just bid more!
