A very interesting hand
Dealer has a choice of openings: 1( or 2(. The problem with opening 1( is that partner will respond with 3NT and there the bidding will end. OK, why will partner respond 3NT with only (J6 (which isn’t really a heart stop for 3NT)? Looking at North’s hand, having top cards in clubs, diamonds and spades, and partner has opened, it is highly likely that partner has high cards in diamonds and hearts, therefore 3NT (although a gamble) is the best contract.

Unfortunately, opening 1( doesn’t get you to the right contract, which is why I prefer a 2( opening. To me, having a 7 card suit headed by the king and queen, together with the (AK and a void in clubs makes the hand far too strong for an ordinary 1( opening. I want to know specific cards in partner’s hand and, to me, 2( is the only way to get partner to co-operate.
I therefore open 2(, partner shows the A( by bidding 3( (thereby denying the A(, A(, and A(). When I bid 3( partner “co-operates” by bidding 3NT (hopefully showing high cards in the other three suits). I then trot out Gerber and when partner shows 1 Ace (as expected) and the missing two kings 6( becomes the final contract!
