Hand of the Week Saturday Board 22 E-W vul Dealer East
The Ruffing Finesse
Here is a hand from Saturday where none of the Declarers made the 11 tricks available. South opened 1( and North showed her Clubs. South repeated her Spades, and when North raised one level South was happy to bid game. West led the 4 of Diamonds, which looks suspiciously like a singleton. 

The lead knocks out one of the  entries to Dummy necessary to set up the Clubs. How should Declarer proceed?

The answer is to win in Dummy and to take the ruffing finesse in Clubs – Declarer plays Dummy’s King of Clubs, and if East doesn’t cover Declarer discards a Diamond from her hand. West wins and returns a Heart – won by the Ace in Declarer’s hand. South then cashes the Ace of Spades and plays a small spade to the Queen, and then plays four rounds of Clubs discarding two Diamonds and two Hearts. West ruffs the fourth round of Clubs, but Declarer has discarded all her losers and ends up with 11 tricks! Isn’t this game easy!
Even on a Heart lead, Declarer should win with the Ace then play the Ace of Spades and a small Spade to the Queen in Dummy, again playing the King of clubs.  West on taking the Ace of clubs, can then cash the King of Hearts and even if they switch immediately to the diamond, you still have 2 Diamond discards on the winning clubs.
