Hand of the Week Monday Board 28 N-S vul Dealer West
Do you or don’t you?
With 7 HCP and an eight-card suit West opens 3(. North is in a quandary. They have 13 HCP, a ratty diamond suit and not 4 spades. What should they bid?
Personally, I consider that North should double and should probably pass whatever South bids. At the table most North’s took unilateral action and showed their diamond suit and after East raised Hearts North-South ended up in 5(.

Technically there is only a club loser and a spade loser, but some declarers didn’t take the diamond finesse and went down. In general 4( should go 2-down (missing all 4 Aces), but some declarers went only one down.
What is of interest is that by taking unilateral action in bidding their diamonds, all North-Souths missed their best fit – in spades!!
