An almost impossible contract
West opens 1(. North Doubles, East bids 1NT, and there the bidding ends. If South makes their “normal” lead of a small heart, North cashes 4 heart tricks and is then “forced” to lead away from one of their Kings onto Dummy’s tenace in Spades or Clubs.
On the run of the hearts East must be careful in discarding from Dummy – a small spade and a small club – otherwise the contract cannot be made.

When Diamonds are played, North should win the first Diamond trick, thereby giving North an “exit” card with their second Diamond.
4 Diamond tricks, 2 tricks from North’s lead into Dummy’s tenace, plus the other Ace = contract made!
Interestingly, only a club lead from South will defeat the contract.
