No Trumps versus a suit
East opens 2NT and, with 4 Hearts, most of the West players decided  to try and see if they have a Heart fit by bidding 3( (Stayman). When East shows 4 Hearts, West bids game in Hearts. Was West correct in seeking the Heart game?

In actual fact the answer is No. Why?

The reason is that the spade shortage in West’s hand is counteracted by the fact it contains a potential winner in a NT contract.  The shortage value is only worthwhile counting when holding something like 98 or 76 in that suit, then the trumping potential is valuable. West therefore considers that there is probably the same number of tricks in No Trumps as there are in Hearts, and therefore should bid a direct Three No Trumps rather than seeking the Heart game.
On Saturday only two pairs were in 3NT rather than 4(. Both contracts making 11 tricks.
