Hand of the Week Monday Board 7 All vul Dealer South

When it comes to a controversy as to whether pre-dealt hands are more extreme than those dealt at the table – look at this hand dealt at the table on Monday! South has a difficult decision as to whether or not they should open, and if the answer is “to open” as to which suit to show first – the Spades (five) or the Diamonds (six of them). Personally, if I was going to open, I would open 1S, and when the bidding goes Pass, Pass, Pass, I end up one light for a bottom result! I know of one South who opened 1D and then intended to bid Spades twice to show their distribution – until they heard East bid and rebid the Spades, and a nice juicy double ensued! 

If South passes (because they do not have 12 HCP) look at the mess East-West get into. Sure, they have 26 HCP between their two hands, but because of the distribution, game is not on. The highest making contract is 3C. As East, would you have passed your partner’s 3C, or would you have “soldiered on” to 3 No Trumps?
